TAXATION

The Madawaska Historical Society Tax-Exempt Policies

The Madawaska Historical Society, a non-profit, tax
exempt organization, incorporated in the State of Maine,
August 8, 1968, obtained its tax-exempt status November 1971,
and the State of Maine Sales tax-exempt certificate in 1984.
_ It is tax-exempt under section 501 (¢) (3) of the Internal
Revenue Code. To retain this non-profit status, the Society
must adhere to policies dictated by the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice.

In 1989, the officials of the Society reviewed its by-laws and
set the following policies for all sponsored events. Therefore, to
protect this privilage, all projects under the sponsorship of the
Madawaska Historical Society; maintaining a museum, spon-
soring a Family Reunion, publishing and selling publications
or constitution of the Society and Code of the Internal Revenue
Service. All committees organized to sponsor an event must
report its activities in the minutes of the monthly meeting of
the Society. All monies realized from these events, must be ex-
panded on non-profit projects or causes. In the case of Code
cultural or educational in nature. Not to do so would result in
penalties or loss of our status under the above Code.
